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Illustrations:
His illustrative work evokes an 
old world style. “I have been 
greatly inspired by Caravaggio 
and the paintings of the Dutch 
Masters. I admire their use of 
warm, earthy colors, with the
combination of dramatic 
lighting to highlight the
subject, set a mood, and create 
emotion. Before I begin an 
illustration, I like to research 
the subject. To give me the 
detail and accuracy that a 
“historical” illustration 
requires, I often use live
models and costumes for 
reference when possible.
When I began “Alexander”, 
for example, it was very 
important to me from the very 
beginning to be as true to his 
historical image as possible. 
Focusing on the details helps
to make an illustration real and 
define the subject. There is a 
whole process of research and 
preparation that goes into my 
work, which is an important 
first step in the creation of
each new piece.”
